*Fall Retreat Location: To be determined, possibly at Thomas Moore. (Julie will contact Judy for a definite and to check on possible service projects.)

*Fall Retreat Theme: “Yeah I’m Catholic but I’m no saint.” Finding faith on the college scene.

BREAKDOWN OF RETREAT:

(Friday Night: Ways We Feel We Aren’t Saints

Panel of 5 people telling “unsaintly” tales of saints. 4 people are actual modernized versions of saints, and one is the actual person telling his/her own personal story. Leave people guessing Friday night as to which person is not the actual saint.

*End evening with taize prayer and psalm reading.*

(Saturday Morning: Revealing of the Saints

1st Talk: What it means to be a saint; we’re all part of the communion of saints. Followed by individual reflection. (Maybe have a worksheet for them, possibly with scripture questions.

Tell the stories of the saints and the good they ended up doing. The actual student gives his/her real testimony about life as a college student.

(Saturday Afternoon: Possibly Service Projects


-Service Project is determined by location of retreat.

(Saturday Evening: Saints in Our Friends

2nd Talk: Peer Saint—faults of a friend but why they’re still a saint. (Speaker MUST get permission of the friend before discussing this!)


Tell/discuss ways to be a saint in today’s scene, and ways the friend has touched lives. Talk is followed by small group discussion.

*End evening with small prayer service that includes a music celebration.* (Include “St. Chad Song.” and you’ll have to ask Chad about that one.)

(Sunday Morning: Church and Possible Mini Discussion of the Stages of Faith used at Leadership Retreat

3rd Talk: Voice from Experience—Mentor Talk

Talk about how still working on same struggles, but that Catholicism isn’t all about keeping rules rather having a relationship to Christ.

*End with a panel of mentors for a question/answer session. (Possibly 3 mentors.)*

*Still need to come up with Saturday night entertainment.

*One random thought of a gift to give people on the retreat was Pope on a Rope—ask Erin for details.

*Next Meeting: September 11 at Bellarmine. Expect to hear specific times at a later date.
